COUNCILLORS COMMENTS

Council has been requested to provide comment on an application to the WA Planning
Commission to rezone parts of Gidgegannup to urban under the Metropolitan Region
Scheme (MRS). The application has been made by Port Bouvard and covers those
areas the company wishes to develop, as well as some abutting areas. The land in
question is currently zoned rural in the MRS.
The process of rezoning the land to urban under the MRS is necessary to allow for
the development of the land for residential purposes.
At the last Council meeting, Councillors indicated that they have no objection to the
WAPC approving the rezoning of the land. This is because:
1) the proposal is consistent with the Gidgegannup Rural Strategy and the North
Eastern Hills Settlement Pattern Plan; and
2) Port Bouvard has outlined plans for the provision of the necessary supporting
infrastructure.

It is important to note that Council has not endorsed any structure plan or particular
plan of development when supporting the MRS amendment.

The next steps (assuming the WAPC approves the rezoning) are for the City to amend
the local planning scheme and for Port Bouvard to lodge a detailed structure plan with
the City for approval. Both of these steps will be subject to further public consultation.
